2008 NATIONAL  
AWARDS DINNER
The 2008 National Awards Dinner will be held on 
Saturday, September 6 at the Lexington Convention 
Center in Lexington, Ky. The National Awards 
Dinner will honor TOBA’s Breeder of the Year, 
Small Breeder of the Year, New Owner of the Year, 
Owner of the Year and four Regional Owners of the 
Year. The dinner attracts prominent industry guests 
and will feature popular entertainment and a silent 
auction. Tickets for the event will be available in July.

RACING MEDICATION AND  
TESTING CONSORTIUM UPDATE
As America’s sports industries face heavy scrutiny 
from both the federal government and the public, 
the horse racing community is making a strong 
effort to tackle critical drug-related issues that 
threaten the sport’s integrity and its future. On 
Feb. 27, Alex Waldrop, president and CEO of the 
National Thoroughbred Racing Association (NTRA), 
appeared before a Congressional Subcommittee for 
a hearing titled “Drugs in Sports: Compromising the 
Health of Athletes and Undermining the Integrity of 
Competition.” 

In Waldrop’s testimony, he noted the effectiveness 
of collaborative efforts of the Racing Medication and 

Testing Consortium (RMTC) and the Association of 
Racing Commissioners International (RCI). Much 
of RMTC’s work with RCI has been focused on 
therapeutic medications and drug-testing  
policies- two key areas in which government 
representatives have shown concern. Waldrop stated 
that the RMTC provides a “credible, scientifically 
based, industry-led forum for addressing the 
multitude of drug and medication issues presented 
by modern day veterinary medicine.”  

TOBA is a founding member of the RMTC, which 
consists of 23 industry stakeholder groups, that 
work together to move the industry forward through 
national policies, research and educational programs.  
These initiatives are part of RMTC’s mission to 
ensure the fairness and integrity of racing and the 
health and welfare of racehorses and participants, 
and to protect the interests of the racing public. 

Recent model rules set forth by RMTC and adopted 
by RCI call for a regulation of anabolic steroids 
by the end of 2008. “It is critical that we create 
uniformity across state jurisdictions,” said Dan Fick, 
chief executive officer of RMTC. “As more people 
within the industry start to realize the potential of 
federal intervention on medication in racing, that 
realization may prove to be the impetus to move 
many states to adoption of the model rules sooner 
rather than later.” The RMTC and RCI serve as 
a resource for the racing community to address 
drug and medication issues on a national level.  In 
his testimony, Waldrop described the RMTC/RCI 
model rule process as one that “delivers racing the 
necessary independent oversight while also giving 
the industry a real say in the way in which it is being 
regulated.” Currently, 32 of 38 pari-mutuel racing 
states have adopted the RMTC Model Rules or are 
in the process of adoption.
